Dear SSM Faith Community, 
Alleluia!  Christ is Risen!  It was so inspiring and powerful 
to proclaim this with you on Easter Sunday.  We continue 
our proclamation of the risen Christ during this Easter sea-
son. 
 

During the seven weeks of Easter our second readings come 
from the book of Revelation. Though the overall book of 
Revelation can be intimidating, many of its images have 
been integral to Christian art and music. 
 

Consider a few: saints worshipping God around the throneéthe victorious 
Lambéthe New Jerusalem, the city of Godéthe river of life. Though these im-
ages of heaven are not meant to be taken literally, they stir our imagination and 
have inspired composers and hymnwriters for centuries. 
 

We might wonder what the meaning of the book of Revelation is all about.  Our 
confirmation class on April 21 even explored the question, ñDoes Revelation real-
ly describe how the world will end?ò 
 

In our exploration we discovered that God and all of Godôs people will prevail 
against the forces of darkness.  In Revelation God will wipe away all tears, and 
God remains present with Godôs people. The end described in Revelation is less 
about the end and more about the sustaining promises of God that are with us, and 
Godôs grace covers us each day. The author of Revelation lets us know that while 
at times things seem bad and frightening, Christ is triumphant. 
 

This is our confirmation Book of Revelation Imagery Scavenger Hunt: 
 

Rev. 1: Who is the Alpha and Omega?  Who is represented by the seven 
lampstands?  What is represented by the seven stars? 
Rev. 4: Who is sitting in the 24 thrones?  Describe the four living creatures. 
Rev. 5: How many seals sealed the scroll?  What does the lamb look like? 
Rev. 8 and 9: What happened when each of the angels blew their trumpet? 
Rev. 13: What did the second beast look like? 
Rev. 18: What happens to Babylon? 
Rev. 21: What is the new earth like?
